Gallery Strenger is delighted to open a special 
exhibition "Strenger Project ‒Part 2-  Son 
Bong-Chae & Joo Dae-Hee".

Gallery Strenger has been introducing 
European contemporary art since its opening 
in 2007 and the theme of " Strenger Project " is 
a series of exhibitions which focuses on the 
next-generation of young Japanese artists and 
now also Asian artists. This is Gallery Strenger's 
second trial to be a bridge between Asian and 
European art scenes. We will be exposing two 
New Faces from South Korea, Son Bong-Chae & 
Joo Dae-Hee.  

Son Bong-Chae has recently been shown in 
not only South Korea but also numerous  art 
fairs and an exhibitions internationally. And this 
group exhibition will be his first exhibition in 
Japan. “Forest that lurks quietly in the 
continent. We don’ t know that this forest has 
been watching us and seeing everything we 
have done for a long time. Therefore, I want to 
express this beautiful forest.” In an acrylic box, 
silk screened forest on a piece of glass are 
layered and set carefully. In addition, the artist 
retouched the forest by his own hand and 
shows the forest drifting in  the deep fog. But 
once a built-in light hits the forest, it clears up 
the fog completely and transforms into the 
bright forest. By expressing the same forest in 
both bright side and dark side, we are 
enchanted and recognized this eternal forest 
once again. Son succeeded to express the 
existence of this mother forest by using an 
acrylic box and the light and made a strong 
appeal to us.

On the other hand, Joo Dae-Hee, born in 1985, 
graduated from Chosun University with both B.A and 
M.A degrees with fine Korean painting. Since Joo had 
the first solo exhibition last year, he has been 
involved himself with the first overseas art fair and a 
lot of group exhibitions, with showing a young, 
powerful talent in bewildering activity. It will be his 
first exhibition in Japan, working on the Korean 
paper, and pure, innocent children are drawn in the 
world of classic monotone of Korean ink. The 
expressions that children innocently cry or laugh at 
are richly reproduced by his brushwork, and it puts us 
a smile on our faces. He established a unique world 
by blending today’ s children into traditional Korean 
painting. Just by standing in front of the painting, 
people find nostalgia and unconditional love.
